TECHNOLOGY APPLICATION COURSE

11th April,  LADA Complex – Retort technology 
is recently the cutting-edge method utilised 
in food packaging. The use of retort pouch 
guarantees the quality and freshness of food 
as well as prevents bacterial contamination. Its 
application can extend the shelf life of food up 
until two (2) years. Most interestingly, the method 
also does not require any use of preservatives. 

Realising this benefit, the Investment and Business 
Facilitation Division in collaboration with Haliza 
Industries Sdn. Bhd. company had organised 
Retort Technology Application Course at LADA 
Main Hall to introduce such invention to food 
entrepreneurs and petty traders in Langkawi. It 
had successfully garnered a total participation of 
34 individuals from the targeted groups. 

The course aimed to provide exposure to 
participants and improve their understanding 
on the basics of food and beverage processing 
and packaging using retort technology. Besides 
that, the participants were also given a close 
look at food packaging method that can be 
applied on their products, therefore helping the 
entrepreneurs and petty traders to generate high 

quality, safe, and competitive foodstuffs.

The course was also organised as part of the New 
Economic Project initiatives under Langkawi 
Economy Roadmap Plan (HELANG) launched 
on 31st May 2020.

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APA ITU IMUNITI KELOMPOK?

‘Imuniti Kelompok’ atau Herd Immunity berlaku 
apabila sebuah ejen infektif (atau jangkitan) tidak 
dapat memasuki atau disebarkan dalam kalangan 
sesuatu kelompok masyarakat kerana sebahagian 
besar daripada anggotanya mempunyai imuniti 
dan terlindung daripada penyebab jangkitan 
tersebut. Cara terbaik bagi mencapai imuniti 
kelompok adalah melalui vaksinasi setiap anggota 
sesebuah komuniti.

Penyakit berjangkit disebarkan secara langsung 
daripada seorang individu kepada individu lain. 
Apabila peratus penduduk yang telah diimunisasi 
adalah tinggi, maka penyakit-penyakit berjangkit 
sukar merebak kerana tidak ramai boleh 
dijangkiti. Sebagai contoh, seorang penghidap 
demam campak (measles) yang dikelilingi oleh 
mereka yang telah menerima vaksin cegahan 
demam tersebut tidak boleh menyebarkannya 
dengan mudah, justeru penularannya dapat 
dikekang. Imunisasi melalui vaksin juga akan 
memberi perlindungan kepada golongan 
yang berisiko tinggi untuk mendapat penyakit 
berjangkit, tetapi tidak sesuai diberi imunisasi 
seperti:

Seseorang individu yang mendapat penyakit 
cegahan vaksin seperti campak (measles), cacar 
air (chickenpox), difteria dan lain-lain boleh 
menyebarkan penyakit, terutamanya kepada 
mereka yang tidak mendapat imunisasi. Dalam 

hal ini, kanak-kanak khususnya yang masih belum 
divaksin adalah golongan yang turut berisiko 
tinggi untuk dijangkiti penyakit-penyakit ini. 

Demikian juga halnya dengan penyebaran wabak 
COVID-19. Sekiranya liputan imunisasi dalam 
negara Malaysia tidak mencapai tahap yang 
ditetapkan iaitu melebihi 95%, kebarangkalian 
penyebaran pelbagai virus termasuklah 
COVID-19 dalam komuniti di negara ini masih 
berada pada tahap yang tinggi. 

Justeru, Kementerian Kesihatan Malaysia 
(KKM) menyeru seluruh rakyat negara ini 
untuk berganding bahu dalam meningkatkan 
tahap kesedaran tentang kepentingan imunisasi, 
membendung gejala penyebaran propaganda 
golongan antivaksin dan memastikan golongan 
kanak-kanak mendapat imunisasi yang lengkap. 
Perkara ini penting bagi memastikan imuniti 
kelompok di Malaysia khususnya bagi mencegah 
penyebaran wabak COVID-19 pada waktu 
ini dapat dibentuk. Kerjasama padu daripada 
pelbagai kementerian, agensi kerajaan dan bukan 
kerajaan (NGO), agensi swasta daripada pelbagai 
bidang, pertubuhan profesional dan pihak 
berkuasa adalah diperlukan bagi menjayakan 
Program Imunisasi Kebangsaan.

WHAT IS ‘HERD IMMUNITY’?

‘Herd Immunity’ is an achieved condition 
whereby an infective agent could not infiltrate 
or spread within a community since majority of 
the group is immunised and protected against the 
source of such infection. The best way to achieve 
herd immunity is by vaccinating each member of 
a particular community. 

Infectious diseases are directly spread from an 
individual to another. When the percentage of 
immunised group is high, these diseases would not 
be able to spread easily since not many could be 
infected. For instance, a measles-infected person 
who is surrounded by those who have received 
vaccination against the virus could not easily 
transmit such disease, therefore its spread could 
be well contained. Immunisation via vaccines 
would also protect high-risk groups against these 
contagious diseases, who are also deemed not fit 
to receive immunisation. They include:

Individuals contracting vaccine-preventable 
diseases such as measles, chickenpox, and 
diphtheria could transmit the viruses especially to 
the non-immunised group. In this case, children 
specifically those who have yet to be vaccinated 
are greatly exposed to such dangerous infections. 

The same situation applies with the COVID-19 
pandemic. If the immunity coverage in Malaysia 
could not reach the ideal fixed figure of more 
than 95%, it is extremely likely that the spread 
of numerous viruses including COVID-19 in the 
country would continue at a high rate.  

Therefore, the Malaysian Ministry of Health 
(MOH) calls for every citizen to work hand in 
hand in increasing awareness on the importance of 
immunisation, help curb the problematic spread 
of anti-vaxxers’ propaganda, and ensure complete 
immunisation of children. This is imperative to 
achieve herd immunity in Malaysia, precisely 
during the current intense spread of COVID-19 
pandemic. Solid collaborations between different 
ministries, government and non-governmental 
agencies, private agencies from various fields, 
professional societies, and the authorities are vital 
to make the National Immunisation Programme 
a great success.
